¥ April 7th Meeting called to order by President Mager at 7am. Minutes
were read and approved.
"\ ¥ Finance report from Azelene Curry. As of April 1st the balance was
$7698.07. Azalene stated that we lost money on the show and voiced
concern about gate receipts and the ticket price of $3.00 for the
entire weekend. She said the Saturday night dinner lost money as we paid for 175 dinners
while attendance was only 132. President Mager voiced concern over losing money. One
suggestion was reduce commitment for the Friday and Saturday night meals. A suggestion
was made to charge $5 per meal to be collected at the door. Also discussed was a
proposal to raise gate fee to $5 for the weekend or $3 per day. President Mager noted that
the fairground charges for our show were very reasonable. There was some discussion
about whether to hold 2 or 3 day show. Also suggested that we hold some of our meetings
on a Saturday morning as many people work during the week. We need to commit to any
changes by the September meeting.
¥ Joe Nightingale of Cottonwood was the winner raffle engine. For future shows it was
suggested that the winner of the raffle can choose $250 or the engine with the thought it may
attract more ticket purchases.
¥ There was a thank you to Gary Covert for his work during the show. He suggested that we
needed to recruit younger members. He said we should contact the FHA or 4H organizations
to see if they are interested. He also thanked everyone for their help during the show.
¥ Paul Joens was reimbursed for his truck expense.
¥ There was a report of no security on Thursday night. The CurryOs said they stayed in their
trailer on site.
¥ Rich Lahti commented that our signs need replacement and suggest a working party to
remedy this.
¥ Paul Joens was thanked for his work on the tractor pull. Thank you cards will be mailed to
Don Finney for use of his air compressor, Max Betenbender for his miniature hay baler
demonstration and Pat Mackin for use of his fork lift.
¥ There was discussion about the current committee chairmen continuing their roles.
¥ Monty Colucci discussed paying of dues by a certain date and was concerned over OgraceO
time. There was a question as some people do not pay dues until the March show. Azelene
stated dues are due on November 1st. It was quoted from the by laws that dues are due
January 1st of each year and considered delinquent if not paid by May 15th. A change will be
made in the bylaws for dues to be payable November 1 and delinquent on December 31 of
each year. This will be voted on at the officers meeting in November. A suggestion was
made and rejected that delinquent members names be posted in the news letter. There was
an accident at the show with a port-o-potty falling on a vehicle. The party involved had
parked in in a no parking area to load a engine. There was discussion as to our liability and
so far no payment request has been received from the individual. It was stated that since we
do not charge for parking, there is no contract implied. Additional no parking signs will be
posted.
¥ DennyOs approved use of our PA system for our meetings.
¥ Max Betenbender has a horse pulled hay baler he would like to bring to our next show.
¥ Rich Lahti announced our web site will be moved from Yahoo to Go Daddy and that he will
redesign our logo.
¥ Bob Peacock thanked people for help at the gate.
¥ Meeting adjourned at 8:10 AM
